The front door is the glass door and is automatic when opening, all you need to do is walk in front of it and it will open inwards (away from you) 
You will then be at the start of the hallway. The toilet is straight ahead, and Little Black Duck is to the left of the toilet. Here you will see The main office for The Little Black duck and the toilet. If you turn right down the hall way, you’ll see the waiting space (also reception for Develop and Grow. The social groups are held in the back office, to get there you exit through the back door.)

When you start to walk down the hallway towards the back door, on your left there will be a waiting room/reception space with three chairs and some thing to play with. Please wait here while waiting for the Therapy Assistant to collect you.

When leaving, or going to the bathroom, from the white door, you’ll go back to the path, up to the main building, and through the back door with the fly screen
